Miramichi Lake Activities for June 30 – July 06, 2012
Activities: Activities this week included gill netting, fyke trapping, boat electrofishing at night, angling and barrier surveillance, with the brook below the barrier back-pack electrofished Friday morning.  One juvenile SMB (2 yr old based on size) was captured with a fyke trap on Monday July 03 in Sector 1.  Surface water temperature varied between 20.2 and 22.2°C (min-max).

Barrier on Outlet (Lake Brook): A wind storm over the weekend sent lots of debris (leafs, branches) into the lake, but the barrier operated without incident.  A seine was added in front of the debris fence Saturday to reduce potential damage due to the high amount of floating debris. No smallmouth bass were captured or encountered.
Backpack Electrofishing: Lake Brook was fished Friday morning with 1 backpack electrofisher.  Water level decreasing but still high in the brook. No smallmouth bass were captured or encountered. 

Gill Nets: The gillnets effort was similar to last week with nets set around known spawning areas in Sector 1. No Smallmouth Bass were captured.
Fyke Nets: Fyke Traps effort increased to 9 nets per night after the capture of a two year old SMB in Sector 1 on Monday. Extra effort (4 nets) was directed in Sectors 1 and 16.
Boat Electrofishing: The entire shoreline of the lake was electrofished once and Sectors 1 and 16, where bass have been captured this year, were fished multiple times. A total of 5 hours of effort yielded no SMB.
Angling: Angling (1 rod/hr) was conducted in Sectors 1, 10, 15 and 16.  No Smallmouth Bass were captured.  
Summary table: Catch comparison for young of the years (YOY), juveniles and adults Smallmouth Bass (SMB) for 2010, 2011 and 2012 (to date), comprising all methods of captures (electrofishing, gill nets, fyke nets, beach seine, angling, others). Blank cells indicate that no activity occurred during that period.
